Sheriff's Investigators conducted the invest igation which ultimately lead to
VanBenschoten . The Sheriff said that residents interviewed by investigators who

live along County Route 46 in the area of the club provided information of a

suspicious vehicle which assisted in the investigation . VanBens choten did make

admissions concerning his involvement in the Burglary. He is also a suspectin a
larceny case that Greenport Police are investigating.

VanBenschoten was taken into custody without incident at the Sheriff's Office
January 9 th @ 1:45pm by Sheriff's Investigators Dunspaugh and Patrick Logue.

Arraigned in Greenport Town Court by Town Justice Robert Brenzel,
VanBenschoten was remanded to the county jail on $1000 bail  and directed to
return to the Stuyvesant Town Court on January 11th
