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SHERIFF’S OFFICE ARRESTS FELONY PROBATIONER ON 

WEAPONS CHARGE  

 

 
Greenport, NY – Columbia County Sheriff David W. Harrison, Jr. reports that Deputy 
Sheriff’s were dispatched by county 911 to the Joslen Motor Lodge on Joslen Blvd. in the 
Town of Greenport Friday, January 13th at 10:57pm for a report of suspicious activity.  
Deputy Sheriff’s Kris Bauhoff and Brendan Filli interviewed the female complainant who 
stated 21 year old Christopher R. Young had pointed a handgun at her. 
 
Young, who was staying at the motel, was located in his room along with a Taurus .38 
special revolver he used in menacing the female victim.  Young is currently on Felony 
Probation with the Columbia County Probation Department for his conviction in Dutchess 
County on a charge of Criminal Possession of a Weapon 3rd degree a class D-Felony. 
 
Young was taken into custody and charged with the class C-Felony of Criminal 
Possession of a Weapon 2nd degree and Menacing 2nd degree a class A-Misdemeanor.  
Arraigned in the Greenport Town Court by Justice Francis Abitable, Young was 
remanded to the county jail without bail and will return to town court at a later date. 
 
Sheriff’s Sergeant William Zincio, Deputy Sheriff Marcus Hickey, Investigator Patrick 
Logue and Greenport Police Officer Andrew Tanzillo also assisted at the scene.  
Columbia County District Paul Czajka’s office has been contacted as well and made the 
no bail recommendation to the court.
